How Can I Recycle? 

Recycling facts state that one of the most important parts in the recycling process is 
you-the consumer. As you buy recycled prod ucts and then recycle them again, you 
continue the cycle. We also need to keep introducing new materials into this cycle, 
because one of the lesser known recycling fa cts is that after a time some materials 
can no longer be recycled. A ccording to the recycling facts, paper can only be recycled 
7 times before the fibers get too small to use again. On the other hand, metal can be 
recycled over and over.  

Special Recycling Resources  

The EPA sponsors a program for businesses ca lled "WasteWise". There is no charge to 
become a member and membership is volunt ary. The program will give you ways to 
reduce your waste products and improve your bottom line while doing it. You can 
participate in the program as much or as little as you would like and you will become 
more aware of the recycling facts associat ed with your industry as well as other 
industries that you interact with. Local governments can get more information and 
recycling facts from the EPA in a publicatio n called "Getting More for Less: Improving 
Collection Efficiency," which details what different communities can do to improve 
their waste collection services and in crease their recycling programs. 

We all need to become more aware of the pa rt we play in the recycling process. If 
there is no current program, or  if it is only minimal, yo u may want to find ways to 
encourage increased participation in co njunction with the local government.
